While much could be said of the WORK of Christ, this study shall attempt to summarize His work under three headings. 



I. His work as the ________________:

A. (John 1:1-18; John 14:5-10a) He reveals the Father’s person (glory, grace and truth). 
1. Jesus has exegesato (Greek) the Father. This means to draw out; to lead.
2. No one has seen God, but God wants us to be in relationship with Him, so He sent Jesus Christ to reveal the Father to us. 

B. (John 3:16; Luke 15:1-31) He reveals the Father’s _________. 

C. (John 12:48-50; John 14:10b) He reveals the Father’s _____________. 

D. (Matthew 1:21; Luke 19:10; John 8:31-41; John 1:29-34; Matthew 20:28) He reveals the Father’s plan.
1. Jesus was going to offer the ultimate sacrifice for the world (the Lamb of God). 

II. His work as the _________________:

A. 1 Corinthians 15:1-5a 
1. The gospel message is what was preached, received, it’s where we take our stand and it is what saves us.
a. Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures (death)
b. Jesus was buried (burial)
c. That Jesus was raised on the third day (resurrection)
d. Jesus appeared to many witnesses (verifiable life) 

B. John 12:27 – the core of the mission of Jesus
1. We must see Jesus first as our savior. 

C. Romans 3:9-23 – And the root of all sin is ________(Hebrews 3:7-4:6, 11)
1. Disobedience and unbelief is the root of sin in this scripture. 
2. Unbelief is disobedience. 
3. The result of sin (Jesus deals with both):
a. Legal Problem - man is left guilty. 
b. Sin Sickness (inter-turmoil) - guilty feelings (scar on the soul that happens when we sin). 
4. “Rock of ages, cleft for me let me hide myself in Thee, Let the water and the blood from thy riven side which flowed, be of sin the double cure. Save from wrath and make me pure.”

1. What sinners deserve – wrath, death, separation
2. What Christ did – choose to be our substitute (Substitutionary Atonement) Jesus took the _______________ we deserve. 
a. Isaiah 53:4-12
i. Verse 10 – a guilt offering. In Leviticus 5:6-6:7 (guilt offering) and Leviticus 4:1-35 (sin offering) and Leviticus 16:1-28 (Day of Atonement) all involved the concept of substitution.
ii. Hebrews 9:23-28
b. Romans 3:24-25 being justified as a gift by His grace through the redemption which is in Christ Jesus; whom God displayed publicly as a propitiation in His blood through faith This was to demonstrate His righteousness, because in the forbearance of God He passed over the sins previously committed; 
i. Hilasterion – means an offering that turns away wrath (refers to Jesus the redeemer).
c. 1 John 2:2; 4:10 
3. When Christ died on the cross, He became the “object of _______” in our place as our substitute. Substitutionary Atonement. 
a. 2 Corinthians 5:21 He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, so that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.
b. Galatians 3:13 Christ redeemed us from the curse of the Law, having become a curse for us--for it is written, "CURSED IS EVERYONE WHO HANGS ON A TREE"--
c. 1 Peter 2:24 and He Himself bore our sins in His body on the cross, so that we might die to sin and live to righteousness; for by His wounds you were healed.
4. The TWO primary characteristics of God *(Holiness and Love) are satisfied and met in the CROSS of Jesus.

III. His work as the ___________:

A. (Romans 1:1-4) Paul, a bond-servant of Christ Jesus, called as an apostle, set apart for the gospel of God, which He promised beforehand through His prophets in the holy Scriptures, concerning His Son, who was born of a descendant of David according to the flesh, who was declared the Son of God with power by the resurrection from the dead, according to the Spirit of holiness, Jesus Christ our Lord.

B. (Acts 2:29-36) "Brethren, I may confidently say to you regarding the patriarch David that he both died and was buried, and his tomb is with us to this day. "And so, because he was a prophet and knew that GOD HAD SWORN TO HIM WITH AN OATH TO SEAT one OF HIS DESCENDANTS ON HIS THRONE, he looked ahead and spoke of the resurrection of the Christ, that HE WAS NEITHER ABANDONED TO HADES, NOR DID His flesh SUFFER DECAY. “This Jesus God raised up again, to which we are all witnesses.” Therefore having been exalted to the right hand of God, and having received from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, He has poured forth this which you both see and hear. "For it was not David who ascended into heaven, but he himself says: 'THE LORD SAID TO MY LORD, "SIT AT MY RIGHT HAND, UNTIL I MAKE YOUR ENEMIES A FOOTSTOOL FOR YOUR FEET."' "Therefore, let all the house of Israel know for certain that God has made Him both Lord and Christ--this Jesus whom you crucified."
